3.2 Warranted to be used solely for private pleasure purposes and not for hire charter or reward, unless
specially agreed by the Underwriters.

4/ Laid up warranty

Warranted laid up out of commission as stated in the Schedule to the policy, or held covered on terms to
be agreed provided previous notice be given to the Underwriters.

5/ Speed warranty
5.1 Warranted that the maximum designed speed of the Vessel, or the parent Vessel in the case of a Vessel
with boat(s), does not exceed 17 knots.

5.2 Where the Underwriters have agreed to delete this warranty, the conditions of the Speedboat Clause
19 below shall also apply.

6 / Continuation

Should the Vessel at the expiration of this insurance be at sea or in distress or at a port or place of refuge
or of call, she shall, provided prompt notice be given to the Underwriters, be held covered at a premium to
be agreed until anchored or moored at her next port of call in good safety.

7 | Assignment

No assignment of or interest in this insurance or in any moneys which may be or become payable thereunder is
to be binding on or recognized by the Underwriters unless a dated notice of such assignment or interest signed
by the Assured, and by the assignor in the case of subsequent assignment, is endorsed on the policy and the
policy with such endorsement is produced before payment of any claim or return of premium thereunder.
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8 / Change of ownership

This Clause 8 shall prevail notwithstanding any provision whether written typed or printed in this
insurance inconsistent herewith.

8.1 Should the Vessel be sold or transferred to new ownership, or; where the Vessel is owned by a company,
should there be a change in the controlling interest(s) of the company, then unless the Underwriters agree
in writing to continue the insurance, this insurance shall become cancelled from the time of such sale transfer
or charge and a pro rata daily net return of premium be made calculated on the premium charged for the in
commission and or laid up period.

8.2 If however the Vessel shall have left her moorings or be at sea at the time of sale or transfer such
cancellation shall if required by the Assured be suspended until arrival at port or place of destination.

9 / Perils

Subject always to the exclusions in this insurance

9.1 this insurance covers loss of or damage to the subject-matter insured caused by
9.L1 perils of the seas rivers lakes or other navigable waters

9.1.2 fire

9.1.3 jettison

9.1.4 piracy

9.1.5 contact with dock or harbour equipment or installation, land conveyance, aircraft or similar objects or
objects falling therefrom

9.1.6 earthquake volcanic eruption or lightning

9.2 and, provided such loss or damage has not resulted from want of due diligence by the Assured Owners
or Managers, this insurance covers

9.2.1 loss of or damage to the subject-matter insured caused by

9.2.1.1 accidents in loading, discharging or moving stores, gear, equipment, machinery or fuel
9.2.1.2 explosions

9.2.1.3 malicious acts

9.2.1.4 theft of the entire Vessel or her boat(s), or outboard motor(s) provided it is securely locked to the
Vessel or her boat(s) by an anti-theft device in addition to its normal method of attachment, or, following
upon forcible entry into the Vessel or place of storage or repair, theft of machinery including outboard
motor(s), gear or equipment

9.2.2 loss of or damage to the subject-matter insured, excepting motor and connections {but not strut shaft
or propeller) electrical equipment and batteries and connections, caused by

9.2.2.1 latent defects in hull or machinery, breakage of shafts or bursting of boilers (excluding the cost and
expense of replacing or repairing the defective part broken shaft or burst boiler)

9.2.2.2 the negligence of any person whatsoever, but excluding the cost of making good any defect resulting
from either negligence or breach of contract in respect of any repair or alteration work carried out for the
account of the Assured and/or the Owners or in respect of the maintenance of the Vessel,

9.3 this insurance covers the expense of sighting the bottom after a stranding, if reasonably incurred specially
for that purpose, even if no damage be found.

10 / Exclusions
No claim shall be allowed in respect of any

10.1 outboard motor dropping off or falling overboard
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10.2 ship’s boat having a maximum designed speed exceeding 17 knots, unless such boat is specially covered
herein and subject also to the conditions of the Speedboat Clause 19 below, or is on the parentVessel or laid
up ashore

10.3 ship’s boat not permanently marked with the name of the parent Vessel

10.4 sails and protective covers split by the wind or blown away while set, unless in consequence of damage
to the spars to which sails are bent, or occasioned by the Vessel being stranded or in collision or contact
with any external substance (ice included) other than water

10.5 ssails, masts, spars or standing and running rigging while theVessel is racing, unless the loss or damage is

caused by the Vessel being stranded, sunk, burnt, on fire or in collision or contact with any external substance
(ice included) other than water

10.6 personal effects
10.7 consumable stores, fishing gear or moorings

10.8 sheathing, or repairs thereto, unless the loss or damage has been caused by the Vessel being stranded,
sunk, burnt, on fire or in collision or contact with any external substance (ice included) other than water

10.9 loss or expenditure incurred in remedying a fault in design or construction or any cost or expense
incurred by reason of betterment or alteration in design or construction

10.10 motor and connections (but not strut shaft or propeller) electrical equipment and batteries and connections,
where the loss or damage has been caused by heavy weather, unless the loss or damage has been caused by the
Vessel being immersed, but this clause 10.10 shall not exclude loss or damage caused by the Vessel being stranded
or in collision or contact with another vessel, pier or jetty.

[l / Liabilities to third parties
This Clause only to apply when a sum is stated for this purpose in the Schedule to the policy.
ILI The Underwriters agree to indemnify the Assured for any sum or sums which the Assured shall become

legally liable to pay and shall pay, by reason of interest in the insuredVessel and arising out of accidents occurring
during the currency of this insurance, in respect of

ILLI loss of or damage to any other vessel or property whatsoever

IL1.2 loss of life, personal injury or illness, including payments made for life salvage, caused on or near the
Vessel or any other vessel

IL1.3 any attempted or actual raising, removal or destruction of the wreck of the insuredVessel or the cargo
thereof or any neglect or failure to raise, remove or destroy the same.

1.2 LEGAL COSTS
The Underwriters will also pay, provided their prior written consent has been obtained,

IL.2.1 the legal costs incurred by the Assured or which the Assured may be compelled to pay in contesting
liability or taking proceedings to limit liability

11.2.2 the costs for representation at any coroner’s inquest or fatal accident enquiry.

1.3 SISTERSHIP

Should the Vessel hereby insured come into collision with or receive salvage services from another vessel
belonging wholly or in part to the same Owners or under the same management, the Assured shall have
the same rights under this insurance as they would have were the other vessel entirely the property of
Owners not interested in the Vessel hereby insured; but in such cases the liability for the collision or the
amount payable for the services rendered shall be referred to a sole arbitrator to be agreed upon between
the Underwriters and the Assured.

1.4 NAVIGATION BY OTHER PERSONS
The provisions of this Clause Il shall extend to any person navigating or in charge of the insured Vessel with
the permission of the Assured named in this insurance {(other than a person operating, or employed by the
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operator of, a shipyard, marina, repair yard, slipway, yacht club, sales agency or similar organization) and who
while so navigating or in charge of the Vessel shall in consequence of any occurrence covered by this Clause
Il become liable to pay and shall pay any sum or sums to any person or persons, other than to the Assured
named in this insurance, but indemnity under this Clause shall inure to the benefit of the Assured and only
to a person navigating or in charge of the Vessel as described above, at the written request of and through
the agency of the Assured. Nothing in this extension shall increase the Underwriter’s liability beyond the
limitation of liability imposed by Clause 11.8 below and this extension shall be subject to all other terms
conditions and warranties of this insurance.

Nothing in this Clause 11.4 shall be deemed to override the provisions of Clause 3.2 above.

I.5 REMOVAL OF WRECK EXTENSION

This insurance also to pay the expenses, after deduction of the proceeds of the salvage, of the removal of
the wreck of the insured Vessel from any place owned, leased or occupied by the Assured.

1.6 LIABILITIES SECTION EXCLUSIONS

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Clause Il this insurance does not cover any liability cost or expense
arising in respect of

11.6.1 any direct or indirect payment by the Assured under workmen’s compensation or employers’ liability
acts and any other statutory or common law liability in respect of accidents to or illness of workmen or any
other persons employed in any capacity whatsoever by the Assured or by any person to whom the protection
of this insurance is afforded by reason of the provisions of Clause 11.4 above, in on or about or in connection
with the Vessel hereby insured or her cargo, materials or repairs

11.6.2 any boat belonging to the Vessel and having a maximum designed speed exceeding 17 knots, unless
such boat is specially covered herein and subject also to the conditions of the Speedboat Clause |9 below,
or is on the parentVessel or laid up ashore

11.6.3 any liability to or incurred by any person engaged in water skiing or aquaplaning, while being towed
by the Vessel or preparing to be towed or after being towed until safely on board or ashore

11.6.4 any liability to or incurred by any person engaged in a sport or activity, other than water skiing or
aquaplaning, while being towed by the Vessel or preparing to be towed or after being towed until safely on
board or ashore

11.6.5 punitive or exemplary damages, however described.

1.7 WATER-SKIERS LIABILITIES

Should Clause 11.6.3 and/or Clause 11.6.4 above be deleted, the liabilities mentioned in such clause(s) shall be
covered hereunder, subject always to the warranties, conditions and limits of this insurance.

1.8 LIMIT OF LIABILITY

The liability of the Underwriters under this Clause Il,in respect of any one accident or series of accidents
arising out of the same event, shall in no case exceed the sum stated for this purpose in the Schedule to the
policy, but when the liability of the Assured has been contested with the consent in writing of the Underwriters,
the Underwriters will also pay a like proportion of the costs which the Assured shall thereby incur or be
compelled to pay.

12 / Excess and deductible

12.1 No claim arising from a peril insured against shall be payable under this insurance unless the aggregate of
all such claims arising out of each separate accident or occurrence (including claims under Clauses Il, 14 and
15) exceeds the amount stated for this purpose in the Schedule to the policy, in which case this sum shall be
deducted. This Clause 12.1 shall not apply to a claim for total or constructive total loss of the Vessel or, in the
event of such a claim, to any associated claim under Clause |5 arising from the same accident or occurrence.

12.2 Prior to the application of Clause 12.] above and in addition thereto, deductions new for old not
exceeding one-third may be made at the Underwriters’ discretion in respect of loss of or damage to

12.2.1 protective covers, sails and running rigging

12.2.2 outboard motors whether or not insured by separate valuation under this insurance.

I3 / Notice of claim and tenders

13.1 Prompt notice shall be given to the Underwriters in the event of any occurrence which may give rise to a
claim under this insurance, and any theft or malicious damage shall also be reported promptly to the Police.

13.2 Where loss or damage has occurred, notice shall be given to the Underwriters prior to survey and, if
theVessel is abroad, also to the nearest Lloyd’s Agent so that a surveyor may be appointed to represent the
Underwriters should they so desire.

13.3 The Underwriters shall be entitled to decide the port to which the Vessel shall proceed for docking or
repair (the actual additional expense of the voyage arising from compliance with Underwriters’ requirements
being refunded to the Assured) and shall have a right of veto concerning a place of repair or a repairing firm.

13.4 The Underwriters may also take tenders or may require tenders to be taken for the repair of the Vessel.

I4 / Salvage charges

Subject to any express provision in this insurance, salvage charges incurred in preventing a loss by perils insured
against may be recovered as a loss by those perils.

I5 / Duty of assured

I5.1 In case of any loss or misfortune it is the duty of the Assured and their servants and agents to take such
measures as may be reasonable for the purpose of averting or minimizing a loss which would be recoverable
under this insurance.

15.2 Subject to the provisions below and to Clause 12 the Underwriters will contribute to charges properly
and reasonably incurred by the Assured their servants or agents for such measures. General average, salvage
charges, collision defense or attack costs and costs incurred by the Assured in contesting liability covered by
Clause 1.2 are not recoverable under this Clause I5.

15.3 The Assured shall render to the Underwriters all possible aid in obtaining information and evidence
should the Underwriters desire to take proceedings at their own expense and for their own benefit in the
name of the Assured to recover compensation or to secure an indemnity from any third party in respect of
anything covered by this insurance.

15.4 Measures taken by the Assured or the Underwriters with the object of saving, protecting or recovering
the subject-matter insured shall not be considered as a waiver or acceptance of abandonment or otherwise
prejudice the rights of either party.

I15.5 The sum recoverable under this Clause 15 shall be in addition to the loss otherwise recoverable under
this insurance but in no circumstances shall amounts recoverable under Clause 15.2 exceed the sum insured
under this insurance in respect of the Vessel.

16 / Unrepaired damage

16.1 The measure of indemnity in respect of claims for unrepaired damage shall be the reasonable depreciation
in the market value of the Vessel at the time this insurance terminates arising from such unrepaired damage,
but not exceeding the reasonable cost of repairs.

16.2 In no case shall the Underwriters be liable for unrepaired damage in the event of a subsequent total
loss {whether or not covered under this insurance) sustained during the period covered by this insurance
or any extension thereof.

16.3 The Underwriters shall not be liable in respect of unrepaired damage for more than the insured value
at the time this insurance terminates.

I7 / Constructive total loss

I7.1 In ascertaining whether the Vessel is a constructive total loss, the insured value shall be taken as the
repaired value and nothing in respect of the damaged or break-up value of the Vessel or wreck shall be
taken into account.
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17.2 No claim for constructive total loss based upon the cost of recovery and/or repair of the Vessel shall
be recoverable hereunder unless such cost would exceed the insured value. In making this determination,
only the cost relating to a single accident or sequence of damages arising from the same accident shall be
taken into account.

I8 / Disbursements warranty

Warranted that no amount shall be insured policy proof of interest or full interest admitted for account of
the Assured, Mortgagees or Owners on disbursements, commission, profits or other interests or excess or
increased value of hull or machinery however described unless the insured value of the Vessel is over £50,000
and then not to exceed 10 per cent of the total amount insured in respect of the Vessel as stated in the
Schedule to the policy.

Provided always that a breach of this warranty shall not afford the Underwriters any defense to a claim by a
Mortgagee who has accepted this insurance without knowledge of such breach.

[9 / Speedboat clause
WHERE THIS CLAUSE I9 APPLIES IT SHALL OVERRIDE ANY CONFLICTING PROVISIONS IN THE CLAUSES
ABOVE.

19.1 Itis a condition of this insurance that when the Vessel concerned is under way the Assured hamed in
the Schedule to the policy or other competent person(s) shall be on board and in control of the Vessel.

19.2 No claim shall be allowed in respect of loss or damage to the Vessel or liability to any third party or any
salvage services

19.2.1 caused by or arising from the Vessel being stranded sunk swamped immersed or breaking adrift, while
left moored or anchored unattended off an exposed beach or shore

19.2.2 arising while the Vessel is participating in racing or speed tests, or any trials in connection therewith.
19.3 No claim shall be allowed in respect of rudder strut shaft or propeller

19.3.1 under Clauses 9.2.2.1and 9.2.2.2

19.3.2 for any loss or damage caused by heavy weather, water or contact other than with another vessel,

pier or jetty, but this Clause 19.3.2 shall not exclude damage caused by the Vessel being immersed as a result
of heavy weather.

19.4 If the Vessel is fitted with inboard machinery no liability shall attach to this insurance in respect of any
claim caused by or arising through fire or explosion unless the Vessel is equipped in the engine room (or engine
space) tank space and galley, with a fire extinguishing system automatically operated or having controls at the
steering position and properly installed and maintained in efficient working order.

20 / Cancellations and return of premium

This insurance may be cancelled by the Underwriters at any time subject to 30 days notice to the Assured
or by mutual agreement, when a pro rata daily net return of premium shall be made calculated on the
premium charged for the in commission and/or laid up period.

THE FOLLOWING CLAUSES SHALL BE PARAMOUNT AND SHALL OVERRIDE ANYTHING CONTAINED IN

23 / Nuclear exclusion

In no case shall this insurance cover loss damage liability or expense arising from

23.1 any weapon of war employing atomic or nuclear fission and/or fusion or other like reaction or radioactive
force or matter

23.2 ionising radiations from or contamination by radioactivity from any nuclear fuel or from any nuclear
waste from the combustion of nuclear fuel

23.3 the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other hazardous properties of any explosive nuclear assembly or
nuclear component thereof.
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INSURANCE CLAUSES FOR THIRD PARTY LIABILITY
DERIVING FROM PLEASURE BOATS

| / Insured vessel

The vessel or the motor-driven and/or sail-driven floating craft or sea-borne, river-borne or lake-borne
conveyance, described and particularised in the present insurance policy.

2 / Auxiliary boat

The non-registered automotive boat or rowboat borne on the insured vessel as an appurtenance for servicing
her needs and/or as a lifeboat and/or for servicing the needs and/or for the recreation purposes of the
persons on board.

3 / Insured party

The natural or legal person (or persons) referred to as counter-contracting party {(or parties) in the present
insurance policy and being liable for the payment of the insurance premium.

4 / Underwriter
The insurance company which is a party to the present insurance policy.

5 / Character and operation of the insurance contract

5.1 The present insurance contract is of a compensatory nature and it operates and exists exclusively be-
tween the Underwriter and the Insured Party.

5.2 The Underwriter assumes no liability or obligation towards the Greek State or any Public, State or
Municipal Organisation, entity or authority or towards any other third natural or legal persons or bodies
of persons of non-profit nature, within the framework of the law from time to time in force, with respect
to the protection of sea environment against pollution and/or contamination.

5.3 From the offer on the part of the Insured Party or from showing the present insurance policy to any third
party whatsoever, including any Public or Municipal Authority, either for the purpose of proving the present insurance
or due to any other reason whatsoever, no implied recognition may be presumed of a direct liability on the part of
the Underwriter to them, nor any presumption of agreement for, will of or consent on the part of the Underwriter
may exist to his being liable or acting as a guarantor for the Insured Party’s liability towards them nor any
presumption may exist for the Underwriter to be sued by them in place of the Insured Party.

6 / Insurance period

It is the time period extending from the commencement of insurance cover to its expiration, as it is specified
in the present insurance policy.

7 | Extension of insurance period

If upon the expiration the insurance period the vessel insured is "underway" or in distress or she is provisionally
berthed in a port or she is at an anchorage of distress, the insurance cover hereby provided will be extended
from a time viewpoint up to the safe return of the vessel insured to the port, to the anchorage or to her
other place of berthing or destination, if any, provided, however, an announcement of such fact to the Underwriter
has preceded or provided that the Underwriter's concurring opinion has been obtained and the additional
insurance cover clauses, if any,and the additional insurance premium due have been agreed upon.

8 / Sea pollution

Wherever this term is used herein it shall mean the presence in the sea of any substance altering the natural
condition of water or making it harmful for the health of human beings or harmful for the fauna and flora of the
underwater environment and, generally, unsuitable for its use according to the requirements of each specific case.
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9 / Geographical limits of insurance cover

These are the geographical limits specified in the present insurance policy within which the insurance cover
hereby provided will be valid.

10 / Use agreed upon

It will be the specific use prescribed in the present insurance policy of the vessel insured (e.g.as a transportation
pleasure boat, as a private pleasure boat, as a hired means of conveyance, as a motorboat or as a speed vessel,
as a training boat, etc.).

[l / Legitimate limits of voyages

These are the limits of voyages specified in the Laws, Presidential Decrees, Ministerial Decisions and/or regulations
from time to time in force {in the sense of the maximum permissible distance for a vessel to proceed away from
the coasts, any restrictions to navigation by reason of weather conditions or any maritime risks, etc.) which are
envisaged for the vessel insured or, generally, for vessels of the same type or destination or for vessels of the
same ship-building category or class as the vessel insured.

12 / Laid-up period

This is the portion of the insurance period specified in the present insurance policy during which the vessel
insured is obliged to remain laid-up afloat or outside the water, abstaining from the performance of voyages
or from any other activities in water.

I3 / Voidness of assignment of rights

Without the previous consent in writing on the part of the Underwriter, the Insured Party will be devoid of any
right to assign to a third party his rights and/or his claims which are subject to the present insurance, regardless of
whether this happens prior or subsequent to the beginning of the insurance period or subsequent to the expiration
thereof,and every such assignment will be inoperative and shall produce no effects for the Underwriter.

14 / Insurance cover

Subject to the other terms, restrictions, exemptions, prerequisites, conditions and exclusions hereof the
present insurance, in an exhaustive manner, shall cover the following:

141 THE FINANCIAL CONSEQUENCES OF THE ASSURED'S THIRD PARTY
LIABILITY TOWARDS THIRD PARTIES.

For the purposes of the present insurance as third parties will also be meant the persons who are legitimately
on board the insured vessel in any capacity whatsoever upon the crucial time, including the persons who have
signed on or who have been engaged by the Insured Party and serve or are on board the insured vessel in the
capacity of Master and/or Skipper and/or crew, but excluding the Insured Party himself {or the co-insurer)
and, in the case of a legal entity, the latter's lawful representative, as well as the person or persons who are to
blame for a damage-causing incident out of those which are referred to in Article 14.3.] and entailing the
Underwriter's liability according to the present insurance.

14.1.1 by reason of death or personal injuries,
14.1.2 by reason of material damage

14.2 THE EXPENSES which obligatorily, according to law, will be incurred by the Insured Party FOR
FIGHTING AGAINST and/or for neutralising SEA POLLUTION and/or for the cleaning up of the sea
from such pollution within the geographical limits of insurance and the legitimate limits concerning the
voyage of the vessel insured, but always within the boundaries of the Greek territory.

14.3 The insurance cover provided under Article 4.1 shall be in effect as long as:

14.3.1 death or personal injury or material damage caused to third parties, or the sea pollution is the unavoidable
direct result of one of the following damaging incidents:

14.3.L1 collision,
14.3.1.2 contact with an object,
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14.3.1.3 grounding,
14.3.1.4 sinking,
14.3.1.5 fire,

14.3.1.6 explosion, or

14.3.1.7 another maritime casualty, damaging incident or event which directly pertains to or affects the vessel
insured, or in which the vessel insured is involved

14.3.2 during the course of the insurance period which is provided for in this insurance policy

14.3.3 within the framework and on account of the lawful, intended and agreed-upon-herein utilization, use
or operation of the vessel insured,

14.3.4 within the geographical limits of insurance specified in the present insurance policy and within the legitimate
limits of voyages envisaged for the vessel insured or for all the vessels of a similar type or category

14.4 and it is due to negligence,

14.4.1 of the Insured Party himself, and in the event of a legal entity, of the latter’s lawful representative,
provided he has the required substantive and formal qualifications and he is in possession of the certificate
of maritime capacity provided for by law or the operator's license envisaged for vessels of the type and
characteristics of the insured vessel,

14.4.2 of any other person who,acting in performance of his contractual obligation towards the Insured Party
and/or upon instructions of and/or with the express permit and/or with the consent and/or the tolerance of
the Insured Party, implements the management and/or the command of the vessel insured and/or uses or
operates such vessel, on condition that:

14.4.2.1 he has attained the age of I8 years,

14.4.2.2 he is adequately familiarised with the vessel insured and with any kind of machinery, systems or
equipment and any devices or appurtenances thereof, including the life-saving and fire-fighting equipment, as
well as with the correct use and operation thereof, and

14.4.2.3 he has got the required lawful substantive and formal qualifications for the operation of the vessel
insured and he has the knowledge and experience required for commanding her, managing her, operating her
and use her safely, and

14.4.2.4 he does not belong to the personnel of a shipyard, a repair yard,a marina, a dry-dock, a yacht club or
another organisation, undertaking or entity to which the Insured Party has assigned the safe keeping, storage,
berthing, management or operation of the vessel insured or he has, on account of any reason whatsoever,
entrusted possession of such vessel with them.

I5 / Contents of insurance cover

Subject to Article 16, the Underwriter hereby assumes the obligation to indemnify the Insured Party in
connection with the following:

I5.1 any amount the Insured Party will be obliged judicially to pay, or any amount which, following the
concurring opinion or the approval of the Underwriter, the Insured Party will extra-judicially pay to any
third party who suffered damage by reason of one of the causes referred to in Articles 14.1.1 and 14.1.2 on
account of the occurrence of one of the damaging incidents referred to in Article 14.3

15.2 the necessary expenses referred to in Article 14.2 as long as the sea pollution, whereby they were
caused and/or whereby they became necessary, is not due to the lack of diligence on the part of the Insured
Party or on the part of the persons for whom the Insured Party is liable, for taking the necessary measures,
after the occurrence of the damaging incident which caused such pollution, for its prevention or for controlling
its expansion

15.3 the reasonable judicial and/or extra-judicial expenses, which, following a written approval by the Underwriter,
will be incurred by the Insured Party for defending any claims submitted by third parties against him or for
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curtailing his third party liability due to causes hereby covered, which entail the Underwriter's liability.

16 / Maximum limits of liability

16.1 The Underwriter's liability for indemnifying the Insured Party for each of the special causes referred to in
Articles 14.11,14.1.2 and 14.2 will be independent and self-standing and it will be limited, at the maximum, to the
insured amount specified for each of such causes in the present insurance policy and (the Underwriter's liability)
by no means and in no case other than the case referred to in Article 16.3 hereof, may exceed, during the course
of the same insurance period, the above mentioned amount, even if the total of the assured events, which might
be accumulated within the same insurance period, being aggregated, exceeds it.

16.2 If, by reason of any of the causes insured herein, during the course of the insurance period, the Underwriter
is obliged or commits himself to pay the Insured Party an indemnification in fulfiliment of an existing deriving
from Articles 15.1,15.2 or 15.3, then the insured amount determined with respect to such cause within the present
insurance policy and, therefore, the Underwriter's maximum limit of liability vis-a-vis the aforesaid cause will be
reduced in proportion to the amount of the insurance indemnity paid by the Underwriter or in proportion to
the obligation or commitment assumed by the Underwriter for payment, unless under a new agreement made
between the Insured Party and the Underwriter a readjustment of the insured amount for the specific cause
is done to its initial maximum limit in consideration of an additional premium.

16.3 Notwithstanding all that is provided in Article 16.] hereof, the Underwriter's liability may exceed the
maximum limit thereof being determined in the present insurance policy with respect to one of the special
causes referred to in Articles 14.11,14.1.2 and 14.2, only if the amount of the indemnity owing by reason of the
above mentioned cause after being added to the expenses referred to in Article 15.3 and the Underwriter's
contribution, if any, referred to in Article 29.2, leads to a book excess over the insured amount specified in
the present insurance policy with respect to the above mentioned special cause.

I7 / Warranties

I7.1 The Insured Party expressly and unreservedly promises and warrants that upon the commencement of
the present insurance the vessel insured is:

I7.1.1 able and suitable for safe navigation and safe transport of persons.

17.1.2 equipped with all the documents, permits and certificates required according to law, which are valid
without bearing any recommendations thereon pertaining to matters of safety of navigation and/or safety of
the persons on board.

17.1.3 equipped with all the life-saving and fire-fighting equipment as they are provided for by law, as well as
with equipment locating her position in case she is in distress and equipment for the communication with
other vessels, ships, or stations for the purpose of asking for external assistance, should the need arise, even
wherever the fitting out of the insured vessel with such equipment is not obligatory according to law.

17.2 The Insured Party also unreservedly promises and warrants that during the course of the insurance period:

17.2.1 he will show the diligence required in transactions for keeping the vessel insured in a seaworthy condition
to all respects, fully manned and suitable for safe use and navigation, equipped with the required ship's papers,
permits and certificates which shall be valid and without any recommendations, as well as with the necessary
(obligatory and optional) - for vessels of this specific type - life-saving, fire-fighting and communication
equipment which will be of an approved type, suitable, recently inspected and in good operating condition,
and, as concerns the fire-fighting equipment, smoke-producing devices and fireworks, will not have exceeded
their date of expiration.

17.2.2 he will not permit and/or will not entrust and/or will not assign and/or will not tolerate the command
of the insured vessel and/or the command and/or the operation and/or the use thereof to, with and by individuals
devoid of the lawful certificates of nautical capacity or who have not obtained the speed craft operator’s license
envisaged for speed boats or to,with or by individuals who are under the influence of alcohol or toxic substances
or individuals whose ability to perceive and/or react to external spurs,in the manner and to the extent perceived
by and/or reacts to them an ordinary healthy human being, is reduced by reason of a permanent or temporary
mental, psychological or physical decease, suffering or disability.
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17.2.3 During the insured vessel's laid-up period, as such period is specified in the present insurance policy,
the insured vessel will remain in a non-operating condition, immobilised at the place determined in the present
insurance policy, entirely abstaining from the performance of voyages as well as from any other shifting on
water.

17.2.4 The insured vessel will remain within the insurance geographical limits, as they are specified in the
present insurance policy.

17.2.5 The use effected with respect to the insured vessel will be the one which has been declared in the
application for insurance and is determined in the present insurance policy.

17.2.6 Without the written concurring opinion of the Underwriter he will never proceed with the recognition
of his third party liability towards third parties including the Greek State, with the opportunity of an event
capable of setting up the foundations of the Underwriter's liability under the present insurance.

17.3 Subject to the other terms of the present insurance the direct consequences of the Insured Party's
non-compliance with any of his promises-warranties contained in Article 17.1 and 17.2 as well as with any
other warrantee-promise of him (which is expressly referred to as such) in any other Article hereof will be:

17.3.1 the automatic termination of the insurance contract and the interruption of the insurance cover currently
provided as from the point in time of the infringement of the Insured Party's promise-warrantee

17.3.2 the Underwriter's automatic discharge of any liability on his part for damages, from the pointin time
of which the Insured Party’s insurance, promise-warrantee was broken or violated.

I8 / Extension of insurance cover

18.1 The insurance cover being provided under the present insurance policy will also be extended to the
auxiliary boat of the insured vessel as long as:

I18.L1 (as long as) it has exceptionally been declared to the Underwriter and is described and particularized
independently and adequately in the present insurance policy,

18.1.2 (as long as) it bears permanently and clearly, written on her side and/or her stern, the name and the
ship's registration number or the boat's registration number of the insured (parent) vessel,

18.1.3 (as long as) the particulars of the boat and/or its engine {if it has to do with a motorboat) are recorded
in one of the vessel's papers or; if it has to do with a foreign flag vessel, in the Transit Log thereof, or in the
inventory list pertaining to the insured vessel's equipment, or, at least, in an official purchase supporting
document, which has been issued in the Insured Party's name,

18.1.4 (as long as) the person or persons operating it and/or using it

18.1.4.1 if it has to do with a speed motorboat or a rowboat, have attained the age of 16 years and they are
in possession of the nautical experience and knowledge required for its operation.

18.1.4.2 if it is about an (auxiliary) boat which on the basis of its technical characteristics falls under the
category of speed crafts, as they are defined in the provisions or rules from time to time in force, they have
attained the age of 18 years and hold a lawful speed craft operation license

18.L.5 (as long as) it is capable of and suitable for safe navigation, adequately maintained, with respect to all
its sectors (including its engine, if any) sufficiently equipped with the life-saving equipment and other devices
or stores provided for by law and at the time the risk occurred it does not transport a number of persons
exceeding the limit which is permissible for it according to law,

18.1.6 (as long as) it does not proceed away from the coasts and/or the vessel insured at a distance longer than
one {I) nautical mile, unless this becomes necessary due to reasons of exceptional necessity or emergency.

18.2 From the notion of the secondary boat are expressly excepted any kind of other sea-borne means of
conveyance or crafts or devices intended for personal pleasure {personal water crafts) regardless of the manner
they move on water, which are carried on or transported by the vessel insured for the pleasure of the Insured
Party or the persons on board or due to any other reason.

Without any limitation to the generality of the foregoing, among the personal water crafts which do not fall
under the notion of a secondary boat are included the sea beetles, sea bikes, surf-jets, jet skies, sea scooters,
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hover crafts, sea-sledges, sea rings, pulled parachutes, sailboards, seabuggies, mini cruisers, canoe, kayak, sea bicycles
and any kind of other sea pleasure novelties for use on the water surface or below the water surface.

18.3 The extension of insurance cover to the auxiliary boat apply under the terms, prerequisites, conditions,
exceptions, warranties and other terms of the present insurance policy which apply to the insured vessel

[9 / Exclusions
The following will be excluded from insurance cover.

19.1 The Insured Party's third party liability towards third parties for:
19.1.1 damage caused due to lost profit

19.1.2 rectification of any kind of damage of a pecuniary or non-pecuniary nature being caused by sea, lake
or river pollution.

19.2 Any kind of penal and/or administrative and/or disciplinary and/or any other fines, financial sanctions
and/or punishments.

19.3 The Assured’s third party liability towards third parties as well as the expenses incurred by the Insured
and referred to in Articles 14.2 and 29.1 for fighting against and/or annihilating sea pollution

19.3.1 following and by reason of a collision or grounding, contact with an object, sinking, semi-sinking or any
other maritime accident affecting or pertaining to the insured vessel, or in which such vessel is involved, so
long as the vessel is anchored off an unprotected coast or beach without a continuous surveillance and with
a possibility of intervention

19.3.2 after and/ or by reason of an explosion or fire on the insured vessel and provided such vessel carries
an inboard propelling engine or engines, unless it is equipped, in the areas of engine room, fuel oil tank or
tanks and the galley, with an automatic fire fighting system or a system remotely controlled from the main
steering position, which is correctly installed and maintained and in a good working condition

19.3.3 within the framework and/or during and/or by reason of the insured vessel's participation in official
or spontaneous racing competitions or in the performance of trial voyages and/or manoeuvres in connection
with the above mentioned activities and/or during the moving, utilisation or operation of the insured vessel
and/or her auxiliary boat for illegal purposes and/or the utilisation or operation thereof in a manner apparently
dangerous, non-prudent or inappropriate which is capable of leading and it does lead to the aggravation of
the risk of having an incident occurred, which (incident) entails the Underwriter's liability under the present
insurance policy or the increase of the insured damage or sea pollution thereby caused

19.3.4 by reason of an insured incident which occurs during a procedure pertaining to the towing, towing-
off or launching of the insured vessel or the lowering, collection or towing of her auxiliary boat by the Insured
Party or another vessel or means of conveyance, unless any of the above mentioned acts or movements is
apparently necessary for the prevention of another damaging incident which entails a bigger liability for the
Underwriter subject to the present insurance

19.3.5 during towing by the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat of any other vessel, floating craft or
sea-borne device belonging to a third party, including the stages of mooring and unmooring.

19.4 The Assured’s third party liability

19.4.1 deriving from and towards a skier or an other person being pulled by the insured vessel or her auxiliary
boat, during the time of such pulling procedure as well as during the time of preparation leading to the beginning
of such pulling procedure or after the end thereof and up to the safe embarkation of the person being pulled
on the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat.

19.4.2 deriving from and towards any third party, during the time upon which such third party is implementing
underwater activities, including the stages during which he descends from the insured vessel and/or her auxiliary
boat into the water, he submerges, he emerges and he returns safely to the insured vessel or to her auxiliary
boat, as well as during the time upon which such third party remains into the water close to the insured vessel
or her auxiliary boat.
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19.4.3 deriving from and towards any of the persons boarding the insured vessel by reason of such person’s
involvement or implication in repair or maintenance works on the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat, unless
this is done for the purpose of preventing another damaging incident entailing the Underwriter's liability
under the present insurance policy.

19.5 The Insured Party's obligation to pay a compensation to any person whatsoever, due to the Insured
Party's statutory or contractual obligation to that respect.

Under the present exclusion, without limitation, also falls the obligation to pay compensation under contracts
of maritime employment or employment ashore as well as the payment of an award or expenses for the
salvage of the insured vessel or the personal effects of the persons who are on board.

19.6 The Assured’s third party liability for the material or non-material damage caused to any third party
whatsoever; including the Greek State, or the expenses which are voluntarily or obligatorily incurred by the
Insured Party in connection with the towing off and/or the removal and/or the destruction of the wrecked
ship and/or the remnants of the insured vessel from or at the coast or the bottom of a lake, a river or the
sea following the casualty or the incident covered by the Underwriter as well as the Assured’s third party
liability towards third parties and the State on account of the Insured Party's omission to remove the wreck
or the remnants of the insured vessel from the coasts or the bottom of a lake, a river or the sea.

19.7 Any kind of obligatory or optional expenses or costs incurred by the Insured Party for fighting against
or annihilating the sea pollution or for the cleaning up of the sea from pollution,

19.7.1 when spillage is caused into the sea of a harmful substance other than fuel or lubricants which as a rule
are used by the insured vessel or sewage deriving from the insured vessel's sewage system or another substance
which is usually transported by vessels of the same type, destination and/or use as the insured vessel either for
the purpose of servicing her needs or for the purpose of servicing the persons on board (e.g. domestic
detergents) and always in the quantities for which it is reasonable to be carried by the vessel

19.7.2 when it does not constitute the unavoidable outcome of a sudden and exceptional damaging event or
incident being covered by the present insurance.

19.8 The Assured’s third party liability for damage caused or loss of luggage and/or personal effects transported
by the insured vessel during the time of occurrence of one of the damaging incidents being covered

19.8.1 if they belong to a person whao is not on board the insured vessel upon the time at which the damage
thereto or the loss thereof occurred,

19.8.2 if they belong to the Insured Party or - if the Insured Party is a legal entity - to the entity's lawful
representative

19.8.3 if it is about valuable objects, jewellery, precious or semi-precious stones, precious metals, works of
art or valuable memorabilia, any kind of documents of personal or financial nature, including coins, paper
money, share certificates, securities, credit instruments or other valeurs mobilieres.

19.8.4 for an amount larger than Euros .....in respect of each individual object. Self-standing pieces of luggage,
suitcases, bags, traveller bags, etc. will be regarded as individual objects regardless of their content, unless the
value of each object or piece of luggage is declared in writing a priori to the Underwriter and the Underwriter
agrees that the insurance cover will be valid insofar as their full value is concerned.

19.9 The Assured’s third party liability towards third parties with respect to death, personal injuries and/or
material damage caused, as well as the expenses obligatorily incurred by him for the purpose of fighting
against or annihilating or cleaning up sea pollution caused by reason of a damaging incident covered by the
insurance which occurs within the framework and/or during the course of and/or on account of

19.9.1 the operation or utilisation of the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat for the purpose of training a
vessel's trainee operator or for learning water-skiing or another water sport

19.9.2 (on account of) the operation or use of the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat by any person whatsoever,
including the Insured Party, who, however, is not in possession of the envisaged operation'’s license or another
capacity certificate provided for by law

19.9.3 (on account of) the operation or use of the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat by persons other than
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the Insured Party without the Insured Party 's permit or consent or during the time period upon which she
has being illegally taken away from the possession of the Insured Party or another person with whom the
Insured Party has entrusted the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat due to any reason whatsoever

19.9.4 (on account of) the calling-at, sojourn or anchoring of the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat in a forbidden
sea area or zone or in an area through the bottom of which are passing underwater cables or ducts

19.9.5 (on account of) the performance of a voyage, the shifting procedure or a sea excursion without a previous
sailing or shifting permit (as long as it is necessary) and/or with a number of persons being transported larger
than the maximum permissible limit pertaining according to law to the insured vessel

19.9.6 (on account of) the provision by the insured vessel of salvage services to another ship, floating craft,
vessel or sea-borne conveyance or device floating at sea

19.9.7 (on account of) the involvement, implication or participation of the insured vessel in underwater activities
(e.g underwater investigation or works, underwater fishing, underwater photography, etc.) either in the capacity
of support surface vessel or in any other capacity or with any other role, unless the Underwriter's approval is
ensured beforehand with or without additional clauses or with or without an additional premium

19.9.8 (on account) of the utilisation and/or operation system of the insured vessel providing services pertaining
to lodging, accommodation, gathering or stay therein of continuously alternating persons, while the vessel is
permanently berthed or anchored, or (on account) of the utilisation of the insured vessel as a permanent place
of dwelling.

19.10 The Assured’s third party liability vis-a-vis any insured cause, if the damaging incident or event which
led to its generation is due to the direct or indirect willful misconduct of the Insured Party and/or the person
who upon instructions, permission or with the express or implied consent of the Insured Party or with the
(Insured Party's) tolerance implemented during the crucial time the possession and/or the use and/or the
operation of the insured vessel or her auxiliary boat or upon which the Insured Party had entrusted or
assigned the safe keeping of the insured vessel or the auxiliary boat.

20 / Announcement of third party claims and provision of information

As a necessary prerequisite for the generation of the Underwriter’s liability under the present insurance
policy the Insured Party will be obliged:

20.1 When he is informed of the occurrence of any event, which is capable of leading to a dlaim for damages, under
the present insurance policy, to advice, without undue delay, the Underwriter in writing, with respect to any judicial
measures or another procedure which is being initiated against him (against the Insured Party) on account of a
fact, cause or event which could entail the Underwriter's liability under the present insurance policy.

20.2 To provide the Underwriter or any person whatsoever nominated by the Underwriter, as soon as
possible, all records/data and material, including any documents, certificates, photographs or expert's reports,
which the Insured Party is in possession of or which are in possession of persons who are under the Insured
Party's control or persons representing the Insured Party, as well as any information known to the Insured
Party or to the above mentioned person with whom the Insured Party is connected or who are controlled
by the Insured Party, or which (information) pertains to and/or is connected with the insured vessel and/or
any event or incident which is capable of leading to the Underwriter's liability under the present insurance
and (he will also be obliged) to keep the Underwriter informed with respect to all the material developments
of the matters which are capable of leading to the Underwriter's liability under the present insurance.

20.3 (he will be obliged) to fully co-operate with the Underwriter within the framework of any investigation
whatsoever being carried out by the Underwriter or on the Underwriter's behalf with respect to any incident
which might entail a liability for the Underwriter under the present contract.

20.4 (he will be obliged) to avoid proceeding with the recognition of liability, fault or obligation on his part
to third parties, with respect to any incident which might lead to the submission of a claim to damages versus
the Underwriter under the present insurance.
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21 / Management of claims

21.1 The Underwriter will be entitled, but not obliged, to undertake himself and/or through nominees appointed
by him the control and/or the direct management,in the Insured Party's name, of any third party claim (including
a Greek State's claim) versus the Insured Party and/or any judicial or arbitration procedure which is being
instituted versus the Insured Party and/or to guide and/or substitute for and/or represent the Insured Party
within the framework of any investigation or interrogation connected with the event or incident, which is
capable of leading to the generation of a claim to damages under the present insurance.

21.2 The Underwriter will be entitled but he will not be obliged to guide the Insured Party in connection
with the measures the Insured Party should take within the framework and for the purpose of coping with,
defending and/or managing the claims submitted versus the Insured Party by third parties or for cooping
with the legal proceedings instituted versus him, or within the framework of the carrying out of investigations
and/or interrogations by reason of an event or incident hereby covered, including the extra-judicial payment
and/or discharge of claims or the preparation of a conciliation agreement.

21.3 If the Insured Party refuses to comply with the Underwriter's instructions and/or act according to
them, the Underwriter's liability to pay an indemnity to the Insured Party will be limited to the amount which
the Underwriter would have paid if the Insured Party had acted according to the instructions given to him
by the Underwriter.

22 / No obligation to provide a letter of guarantee

The Underwriter will not be obliged to provide a letter of guarantee in favour of the Insured Party as a
security for third party claims (including the Greek State's claims) versus the Insured Party by reason of
facts or incidents for which insurance cover is hereby provided.

23 / Double recovery and subrogation

23.1 If, on account of a cause hereby insured, the Underwriter proceeds with the payment to the Insured Party,
or to another person, acting on the Insured Party's behalf, of an indemnity and then the Party or the other
person recovers anew, from another source and for the same reason, a part or the total amount of indemnity
paid by the Underwriter, then the amount of the indemnity that has been recovered from the other source will
be released to the Underwriter to the extent of the indemnity that the Underwriter shall have paid.

It is understood that if the Insured Party receives an indemnity from another {main or secondary) source, for a
cause for which, however, the Underwriter's liability is provided for under the present insurance, the Underwriter's
liability for indemnification of the Insured Party will be limited to the amount for which the Insured Party shall
not have received an indemnity from the other (main or secondary) source.

23.2 The Underwriter will be automatically subrogated to all the Insured Party's rights versus third parties,
to the extent of the payments on the part of the Underwriter of an insurance indemnity to the Insured
Party under the present insurance, and the Insured Party shall fully comply with all the Underwriter's instructions
concerning the signature, issuance, execution, granting and delivery {on the part of the Insured Party) of any
documents, authorisations or a Notarial Power of Attorney, including also the deed or assignment of rights and
claims which will be required for the exercise by the Underwriter, by way of insurance subrogation or through
assignment, of the Insured Party 's rights acquired by him (the Underwriter).

24 / Insured party’s duties
241 PRE-CONTRACTUAL STATEMENTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

During the stage of negotiations for the conclusion of the contract and prior to its conclusion, the Insured
Party will be obliged to do the following:

24.1.1 to announce to the Underwriter any details, information and/or events that he knows or that he ought
to know about, which are essential for the evaluation of the risk and are capable of affecting the Underwriter's
decision to assume the risk and/or to determine the amount of insurance premium.

The Insured Party 's obligation to make such announcement shall not be limited only to matters, details and events
for which he has been asked either in writing or orally by the Underwriter, but it will be also extended to any other
material detail or event which is unknown to the Underwriter and directly or indirectly pertains to the insurance.
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24.1.2 all the announcements and declarations/statements made by the Insured Party to the Underwriter
must be accurate, sincere and absolutely true.

The Insured Party warrants that all the declarations and/or statements made on his part during the stage of
negotiations and up to the conclusion of the present contract and addressed to the Underwriter are accurate
and true, no matter where they are contained and no matter where they derive from.

24.2 The breach of the Insured Party's obligations deriving from Article 24.1 entitles the Underwriter to
proceed with the cancellation of the insurance contract with retroactive effect.

243 POST-CONTRACTUAL ANNOUNCEMENTS

Under pain of forfeiture of the right to the insurance indemnity and/or the definitive interruption of the
insurance cover granted, during the course of the insurance period the Insured Party will be obliged to
declare to the Underwriter, without undue delay, and as of the moment they will come to his knowledge,
every detail or event which will be capable of causing an aggravation of the insured risk or an increase in
the Underwriter’s liability in case one of the damaging incidents being covered occurs.

25 / Termination of the insurance contract
Subject to the other terms hereof the present insurance contract will be terminated as follows:

251 CONTRACTUAL TERMINATION
The present insurance contract will be terminated:

25.L1 when the contractual insurance period expires or

25.1.2 when the extension, following a new post-contractual agreement of the parties, of the term of the
insurance period determined herein expires

25.1.3 prior to the expiration of the insurance period under a joint agreement of the parties

252 AUTOMATIC TERMINATION
The present insurance contract will be automatically terminated in one of the following cases

25.2.1 In the event the Insured Party is a natural person: in case of death, bankruptcy, intentional bankruptecy
or if the Insured Party is imprisoned or if he is put under judicial supervision.

25.2.2 In the event that the Insured Party is a legal entity: in case of bankruptcy, termination and liquidation
of the legal entity or if the legal entity is put under compulsory management.

25.2.3 If the insured vessel is sold and/or transferred to another natural person or legal entity or if the
vessel’s status of ownership is changed, or; in the event that the Insured Party is a legal entity, if the legal
entity's representative and/or manager and/or statutory bodies are changed or replaced or by reason of the
change in the shareholding interests therein unless the Underwriter agrees in writing to the continuation of
the provision of insurance cover under the new status.

25.2.4 If the insured vessel becomes an actual or constructive total loss

25.2.5 if the insured vessel is confiscated, compulsorily attached or compulsorily acquired and taken from
the detention and/or possession of the Insured Party.

25.3 If there is an automatic termination of the contract and/or interruption of the insurance cover due to
any of the causes referred to in Articles 25.2.1,25.2.2,25.2.3 or 25.2.5

the Underwriter's liability will be limited to the claims generated (due to causes hereby insured) prior to
the occurrence of the event which laid to the automatic termination of the contract.

In the event of an automatic termination of the contract by reason of one of the events referred to in Article
25.2.4 the Underwriter will remain liable for indemnifying the Insured Party vis-3-vis any cause hereby insured,
as long as the damaging incident that caused the actual or constructive total loss of the insured vessel is
included among the damaging incidents which are covered under the present insurance policy

254 FOLLOWING ITS TERMINATION

25.4.1 During the course of the insurance period the Underwriter will be entitled at any time whatsoever
and due to any reason whatsoever he may think it is advisable, to proceed with the termination in writing
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of the insurance contract but subsequent to a prior notice to the Insured Party, which in no event may be
shorter than 30 calendar days.

25.4.2 The same right will also be reserved to the Insured Party.
The results of the written notice of termination of the insurance contract by the Insured Party shall occur
immediately after service of the notice of termination on the Underwriter.

255 DUE TO CANCELLATION

The present contract will be terminated if it is cancelled due to any reason whatsoever provided for herein
or by law.

26 / Insurance premia
26.l PAYMENT OF INSURANCE PREMIA

26.1.1 The Insured Party will be obliged to pay the insurance premia in cash, as it is agreed upon in the
present insurance policy.

26.1.2 In case the Insured Party fails to pay the insurance premia or any installments thereof according to
the provisions of the present insurance policy, the Underwriter will be entitled:

26.1.2.1 to grant the Insured Party a seven-day time limit for paying the insurance premia and after the fruitless
elapse thereof to proceed with the cancellation of the contract. In that case the cancellation will operate
retroactively as if the contract had never been concluded and as if the insurance cover had never commenced
to be provided.

26.1.2.2 to regard the contract as valid, to regard the whole of the amount of the insurance premia as due and
payable and to ask for the payment of default interest calculated on the total amount of insurance premia

262 RETURN OF INSURANCE PREMIA
If after the payment by the Insured Party of the total amount of insurance premia for the entire insurance period

26.2.1 the termination of the insurance contract occurs due to one of the reasons referred to in Article
25.2 (automatic termination), then the portion of the non-accrued insurance premium will be returned to
the Insured Party.

26.2.2 the termination of the insurance contract occurs and the interruption of the insurance cover provided
takes place from then on due to cancellation by reason of any of the causes which are provided for in the
present insurance policy or by law, except for those which are referred to in Article 24 hereof, then the portion
of the non-accrued insurance premium will be returned to the Insured Party

26.2.3 occurs by reason of a retroactive cancellation of the insurance contract due to any of the reasons
referred to in Article 24 of the present insurance policy or to any other lawful or contractual cause, the total
amount of the insurance premium paid will be returned to the Insured Party, unless the omission to announce
or the inaccurate statements to the Underwriter were effected for the purpose of misleading and/or deceiving
the latter; in which case the insurance premium will not be returned. Any insurance indemnities paid to the
Insured Party up to the time of the retroactive cancellation will be returned to the Underwriter.

26.2.4 occurs due to termination

26.2.4.1 by the Underwriter,

the non-accrued insurance premia (as long as they have been paid in advance) for the period extending from
the elapse of thirty (30) days following the service of the notice of termination to the Insured Party to the
date of the expiration of the insurance period agreed upon, will be returned to the Insured Party.

26.2.4.2 by the Insured Party,
the total amount of insurance premia for the whole contractual insurance period agreed upon will be owing
to the Underwriter, having become immediately due and payable.

27 | Non-waiver of rights

From the Underwriter's behaviour and, in particular, from the Underwriter's acts or omissions or from
the tolerance on his part of the Insured Party's conduct pertaining to matters connected with the present
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insurance may not be inferred a presumption of implied waiver on the part of the Underwriter of any of
his rights under the present contract and according to law governing such contract, nor any presumption
of deactivation of such rights may be inferred, unless there is a declaration in writing to that effect by the
Underwriter addressed to the Assured.

28 / More than one insured parties

If under the present insurance the persons insured are more than one, then the Jointly-Insured Parties (the
Co-Insured Parties):

28.1 will not enjoy an insurance cover and compensatory protection with respect to the claims existing
versus one another in respect of death, personal injury or material damage, by reason of the damaging incident
hereby covered.

28.2 They will be jointly and severally liable for the payment of insurance premia.

28.3 each of them will be damnified or will benefit from the other's conduct or acts, vis-a-vis the matters
which may lead to the exclusion of claims from the insurance cover or to the exemption of the Underwriter
from his liability or to the reduction of the indemnity owing by him.

28.4 The payment of any amount whatsoever by the Underwriter under the present insurance to any of the
Co-Insured Parties will be regarded as payment to both the Co-Insured Parties and the granting of a collection
receipt with respect to such amount by any recipient Co-Insured Party will be regarded as a collection receipt
on the part and on behalf of all the Co-Insured Parties.

29 / Minimization of damage

29.1 The Insured Party and/or the persons who represent them as well as his servants or assistants in the
fulfillment of his obligations will be obliged to take in time any expedient measures for the prevention or the
limitation of the damage threatened on account of the occurrence of the incident being hereby insured,
which could entail the Underwriter's liability.

29.2 The Underwriter will contribute to the expenses compulsorily incurred by the Insured Party following, by
reason of and due to a maritime casualty or by reason of the damaging incident hereby covered which pertains
to the insured vessel and entails a liability for the Underwriter, and which (expenses) are exclusively and solely
incurred for avoiding or reducing the liability, the expenses or costs of the Insured Party in connection with the
risk being hereby covered, as long as the above mentioned expenses and costs are incurred following a previous
written approval on the part of the Underwriter, unless under the prevailing circumstances there is no time
available for obtaining the Underwriter's approval.

30 / Deductibles

No claim to insurance indemnity under the present insurance policy will be satisfied unless the aggregate of
the total amount of claims {indemnity) deriving from the same damaging incident, as long as such damaging
incident belongs to one of the incidents hereby covered (including the claims pertaining to the defrayal of
the expenses and costs referred to in Articles 15.3 and 29.2) exceeds the amount specified in the present insurance
policy,in which case the above amount will be deducted from the amount of the indemnity to be paid.

31 / Exemption from the obligation to pay interest

The Underwriter will be fully exempted from the obligation to pay interest on any amount of insurance indemnity
owing to the Insured Party, on account of any of the causes hereby insured (with respect to the time period)
prior to the written and unreserved recognition on the part of the Underwriter of his obligation to pay an
insurance indemnity to the Insured Party or prior to the service on him (the Underwriter) of a formal-res-
judicata-producing decision against him.

32 / Law applicable and forum

The present insurance will be governed by Greek Law. It is agreed that the Law of Competent Jurisdiction
for the resolution of any dispute whatsoever according to the foregoing will be the Courts in Piraeus.
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(For use only with the new marine policy form.)

INSTITUTE SPEEDBOAT CLAUSES (ClL.333) 1/11/85

SPECIAL CONDITIONS AND FURTHER EXCLUDED RISKS

I. It is a condition of this insurance that when the vessel concerned is under way the Assured hamed in
the Schedule to the policy or other competent person(s) shall be on board and in control of the vessel.

2. No claim shall be allowed in respect of loss of or damage to the vessel or liability to any third party or
any salvage services

2.1 caused by or arising from the vessel being stranded, sunk, swamped, immersed or breaking adrift, while
left moored or anchored unattended off an exposed beach or shore

2.2 arising while the vessel is participating in racing or speed tests, or any trials in connection therewith.

3. Further, and without derogation from the above, no claim shall be allowed in respect of loss of or damage
to motor and connections rudder strut shaft or propeller electrical equipment and batteries and connections
unless the loss or damage is caused

3.1 by the vessel being immersed as a result of heavy weather
3.2 by the vessel being stranded, sunk, burnt, on fire or in collision or contact with another vessel, pier or jetty
3.3 whilst being removed from or placed in the vessel

3.4 by theft of the entire vessel or by theft following upon forcible entry into the vessel or place of storage
or repair

3.5 by theft of outboard motor(s) provided it is securely locked to the vessel or her boat(s) by an anti-theft
device in addition to its normal method of attachment

3.6 by fire in the place of storage or repair ashore

3.7 by malicious acts.

4. No claim shall be allowed in respect of any liability to or incurred by any person engaged in water-skiing
or aquaplaning, while being towed by the vessel or preparing to be towed or after being towed until safely
on board or ashore.

5. No claim shall be allowed in respect of any liability to or incurred by any person engaged in a sport or
activity, other than water-skiing or aquaplaning, while being towed by the vessel or preparing to be towed or
after being towed until safely on board or ashore.

6. If the vessel is fitted with inboard machinery no liability shall attach to this insurance in respect of any
claim caused by or arising through fire or explosion unless the vessel is equipped in the engine room (or
engine space) tank space and galley, with a fire extinguishing system automatically operated or having controls
at the steering position and properly installed and maintained in efficient working order.
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(For use only with the new marine policy form.)

INSTITUTE YACHT CLAUSES MACHINERY DAMAGE EXTENSION
CLAUSE (ClL.332) 1/11/85

Notwithstanding the provisions of Clauses 9.2.2.1,9.2.2.2 and 10.10 of the Institute Yacht Clauses I/11/85, but
subject always to the other terms and conditions of this insurance, cover is extended to include loss of or
damage to motor and connections electrical equipment and batteries and connections caused by:

(1) latent defects in hull or machinery, breakage of shafts or bursting of boilers {excluding the cost and expense
of replacing or repairing the detective part, broken shaft or burst boiler)

(2) the negligence of any person whatsoever, but excluding the cost of making good any defect resulting
from either negligence or breach of contract in respect of any repair or alteration work carried out for the
account of the Assured and/or the Owners or in respect of the maintenance of the Vessel

(3) heavy weather.

INSTITUTE WAR AND STRIKES CLAUSES YACHTS (Cl1.329) 1/11/85

This insurance is subject to English law and practice

| / Perils
Subject always to the exclusions hereinafter referred to, this insurance covers loss of or damage to the Vessel
caused by

I.I war, civil war, revolution, rebellion, insurrection, or civil strife arising therefrom, or any hostile act by or
against a belligerent power

1.2 capture, seizure, arrest, restraint or detainment, and the consequences thereof or any attempt thereat

1.3 derelict mines, torpedoes, bombs or other derelict weapons of war

1.4 strikers, locked-out workmen, or persons taking part in labour disturbances, riots or civil commotions

I.5 any terrorist or any person acting from a political motive

1.6 confiscation or expropriation.

Provided that the insurance against the perils under Clause | above (with the exception of Clause
1.4) shall not apply before the Vessel has been launched or whilst she is hauled out ashore.

2 / Incorporation

The Institute Yacht Clauses I/11/85 except Clauses 2,3,4,5,6,8,9,10,12.1,19,20, 21,22 and 23 are deemed to be
incorporated in this insurance in so far as they do not conflict with the provisions of these clauses and providing
that any indemnity in respect of any sum or sums for which the Assured may become legally liable in respect
of any one accident or series of accidents arising out of the same event shall be limited to the sum stated for
this purpose in this insurance or; if no such amount is stated, to the sum insured in respect of the Vessel.

4.4 any claim for expenses arising from delay except such expenses as would be recoverable in principle in
English law and practice under the York-Antwerp Rules 1974.

5/ Termination

5.1 This insurance may be cancelled by either the Underwriters or the Assured giving 7 days notice {such
cancellation becoming effective on the expiry of 7 days from midnight of the day on which notice of cancellation
is issued by or to the Underwriters). The Underwriters agree however to reinstate this insurance subject to
agreement between the Underwriters and the Assured prior to the expiry of such notice of cancellation as
to new rate of premium and/or conditions and/or warranties.

5.2 Whether or not such notice of cancellation has been given this insurance shall TERMINATE AUTOMATICALLY

5.2.1 upon the occurrence of any hostile detonation of any nuclear weapon of war as defined in Clause 4.1.1
wheresoever or whensoever such detonation may occur and whether or not the Vessel may be involved

5.2.2 upon the outbreak of war {whether there be a declaration of war or not) between any of the following countries:
United Kingdom, United States of America, France, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the People’s Republic of China

5.2.3 in the event of the Vessel being requisitioned, either for title or use.

5.3 In the event either of cancellation by notice or of automatic termination of this insurance by reason of the op-
eration of this Clause 5, or of the sale of theVessel, pro rata net return of premium shall be payable to the Assured.

This insurance shall not become effective if, subsequent to its acceptance by the Underwriters
and prior to the intended time of its attachment, there was occurred any event which would have
automatically terminated this insurance under the provisions of Clause 5 above.

INSTITUTE YACHT CLAUSES TRANSIT CLAUSE (Cl.122) 1/2/80

1.3 loss of cash, currency, banknotes or travelers cheques

1.4 loss of water-skis or diving equipment, unless as a result of fire or theft following forcible entry or of
total loss of the Vessel

1.5 perils excluded by Clauses 21,22 and 23 of the Institute Yacht Clauses 1/11/85.
2 / Average

This insurance is subject to the condition of average, that is to say, if the property covered by this extension
shall at the time of any loss be of greater value than the amount insured hereunder in respect thereof, the
Assured shall only be entitled to recover such proportion of the said loss as such amount insured bears to
the total value of the said property.

3 / Non-contribution

This insurance does not cover any loss or damage which at the time of the happening of such loss or damage
is or would, but for the existence of this insurance, be insured under any other insurance, except in respect
of any excess beyond the amount which would have been payable under such other insurance had this
insurance nor been effected.

4 / Limit of indemnity

The amount recoverable under the Personal Effects extension shall be limited to the amount insured in respect
thereof, as stated in the Schedule to the policy, (any single article valued at £100 or more to be specially declared).

No Insurer shall be deemed to provide cover and no Insurer shall be liable to pay any claim or provide any benefit
hereunder to the extent that the provision of such cover, payment of such claim or provision of such benefit would
expose that Insurer to any sanction, prohibition or restriction under United Nations resolutions or the trade or
economic sanctions, laws or regulations of the European Union, United Kingdom or United States of America.
